(780-835-5950).  Pick-up will take place Wednesdays from residences west of Main Street and Tuesdays from residences east of Main Street.

The North Peace Regional Landfill is located at SW 27-82-3-W6 on Secondary Highway 732 approximately six kilometers north of Fairview. The facility utilizes random load screening to ensure waste is acceptable under the Alberta Environment Waste Control Regulation and other governing regulations for a Class II landfill site. Vehicles entering the site are subject to load screening.

The landfill site has separate and designated areas for tires, waste metals, clean burnable wood products, household waste and empty herbicide containers. Hazardous wastes are not accepted. When using the site, proceed as directed by the landfill attendant.

Wastes not accepted include liquid waste, hazardous waste, explosive material including gasses under pressure, flammables, corrosives or poisonous material, alcohol, gasoline, paints or solvents, asbestos waste, animal manure, waste containing sulphur, biological or pathological waste, radioactive waste, sump waste and waste that by itself or in combination with other wastes may create danger to property or persons.
